AROMA DI CUCINA

Here are 2 of the recipes for dishes brought to gra duation.
CHICKEN CASSEROLE
(Margaret Blankenship) 

2 cups cooked chicken (can use the rotisserie chix)  
1 pkg chicken rice-a-roni
1 can green beans
1 can celery soup
½ cup mayonnaise
1 can water chestnuts
1 can mushrooms
1 tbs onion, chopped (optional)
1 small can dried onions

Cook rice-a-roni with liquid drained from green bea ns, mushrooms and water chestnuts. (Use less liquid
 and cook less time than box calls for)
Mix all ingredients together and pour into casserol e (9 x 13).  Top with small can of dried onion ring s.
Bake, uncovered, for 30 minutes at 325 degrees.

SPINACH SALAD

(Jim Shaw)

He used different ingredients in the past depending  on what was available & are in the mood for, like
slivered almonds, raisins and sugar snap peas.

Avocado 2 1/2
Garbanzo Beans 1/2 can
Black Beans 1/2 can
Red Beans 1/2 can
Red Onion 1/2 small (chopped)
Dried Cranberries 6oz.
Sunflower Seeds 1/2 cup
Pumpkin Seeds 1/2 cup
Soy Nuts 1/2 cup
Fresh Spinach 12oz.
Balsamic Vinaigrette Dressing

Peel & Cut the Avocado in small slices ,rinse the b eans, mix with the cranberries, sunflower seeds, pu mpkin
seeds, and soy nuts. Place spinach in a large bowl.  Right before ready to eat, throw on the mixture, a dd
dressing to taste (I think I used about 4oz) & toss  it. Don't toss too much, because all the beans,
cranberries & avocado will sink to the bottom.   
Depending on your preference you can double the bea ns to use up the can.
